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Abstract
This research focused on Sinan Abu Lahoum position on the 1962
revolution in the northern part of Yemen, and his return from Aden to Sana'a as
one of the tribal and leadership figures who stood by the revolution. The
research also dealt with the role of Abu Lahoum in defending the republican
system, whether it was with his political acumen and tribal position, which he
exploited in leading some small battles or in negotiating with the tribes and
gaining their loyalty on the side of the republican system, as well as his role in
influencing the Egyptian position in a way that serves the interest of the
revolution and the regime.
