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Abstract:

This study aims to define the moral values of Arabs before Islam,
through the book Taj Al- Aroos of the Jewels of the Dictionary by Al-
Zubaidi. And knowing what are the means and methods that the Arabs
followed in highlighting their social values, and we also noted the labels
and titles that the Arabs gave to the Arab man, which were given to him
according to the characteristic that distinguished him in terms of the
moral aspect. Through our study of the subject, we found that the moral
values that were prevalent among the Arabs were customs, traditions, and

customs that were characterized by noble values and noble morals, and in
contrast to them were the bad and outcast qualities, both of which were
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
