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In the title compound, CzzH21N30z, an intramolecular O—H--N hydrogen bond is observed between the phenol and methanimine groups of the molecule. The 2-phenylethan-1-ol part is disordered over two
orientations [occupancies 0.566 (17) and 0.434 (17)]. In the crystal, disordered intermolecular O—H--O hydrogen bonds between adjacent molecules form chains parallel to the b axis.
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
