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Abstract:

This research has aimed to uncover the artistic structure in the poetic heritage of the
marginalized poets during the pre-Islamic and Islamic eras through a statistical
inventory of the anthologies of marginalized poets from both periods. It also involved
tracing the marginalized poets in selected literary works and references, as well as in
the anthologies of Hudhail tribe. The study seeks to identify as many poets as
possible in order to demonstrate the presence of the traditional artistic structure of the
heritage poem within the context of their poetic texts. This includes the structure of
the introduction, the structure of the journey, and the structure of the primary purpose

in the poetry of the pre-Islamic and Islamic marginalized poets.

The significance of this research lies in its exploration of the poetic heritage of the
marginalized poets during the pre-Islamic and Islamic eras, highlighting the presence
of traditional artistic structures within their poetic texts. This is what the research
aimed to establish and reveal its underlying reasons, contrasting with many studies
that assert that this poetry consists of fragmented pieces devoid of the fundamental

structures of the heritage poem.
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Conclusion

By analyzing the poetic contributions of the marginalized poets in the pre-Islamic and
Islamic eras has yielded the following results:

1. The artistic structure of the poetry of the outlaws has been defined and shaped
by the three traditional stages of the heritage poem, which are: 1) the structure
of the introduction, 2) the structure of the journey, and 3) the structure of the
purpose. It has been observed that the presence of some structures may be less
pronounced compared to others, which is a response to the unique artistic and
social circumstances and the nature of their poetry experiences. However, they
did not entirely neglect the existence of these structures within the artistic
framework of their poetry, as they are also part of an artistic heritage they
adhered to from their predecessors. Furthermore, these structures sometimes
served as a response to their emotional reactions and social conditions, in
harmony with the nature of their poetic experiences. Thus, it has been observed
these structures present in the fabric of their creative texts, despite their
diminished presence in some works. Overall, their artistic structure has been
defined by three fundamental structural stages.

2. The poem of the marginalized poets in the pre-Islamic era did not differ
significantly from that of the Islamic era. There are similarities between the
two eras regarding poetic characteristics. However, it has been found that there
are differences in the more pronounced presence of certain structural units
between the two eras, particularly in the structure of the journey in the poem of
the marginalized poets in the Islamic era compared to that in the pre-Islamic
era. As for the other aspects, there are convergences between the two eras.

3. Upon reviewing the poetic heritage of the marginalized poets during the pre-
Islamic and Islamic eras, a significant presence of various types of openings
was noted, including those related to ancient things, romantic themes,
reproaches, journeys, and visions of imagination, among others. The structure
of their opening scenes generally reflected the unique nature of their artistic
and poetic experiences, forming a broad space within their creative texts and
showcasing their artistic ability to create.

4. The analysis of the poetic heritage of the marginalized poets from both the pre-
Islamic and Islamic eras reveals the prominent presence of the journey
structure in their poetry, evident in its various forms—whether through

journeys on horseback or by camel. Occasionally, the poets’ journeys,
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undertaken on camels, extend metaphorically to creatures resembling camels,
as well as to stories involving the wild donkey, the wild ox, and the wild mule.
It is essential to highlight that the journey structure in the poetry of pre-Islamic
marginalized poets has been less prevalent compared to its role in Islamic
marginalized poetry. Conversely, this motif exhibits a more dynamic and
impactful presence in the poetry of poets from the transitional era, who lived
part of their lives during the pre-Islamic era, emphasizing its relevance in the
artistic structure of their works. In the poetry of Islamic marginalized poets, the
journey theme is clearly present within their compositions.

5. As for the structure of purpose, which represents the third structural unit and
the thematic core of the poem, it has significantly influenced the artistic
framework of their creative texts.

These were the most prominent results reached after reflecting on and analyzing the
poetic texts of the marginalized poets during the pre-Islamic and Islamic eras.
