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Nuri as-Said

Nuri as-Said, (born 1888, Baghdad, Ottoman Empire [now in Iraq]—died July
15, 1958, Baghdad), Iragi army officer, statesman, and political leader who

maintained close ties with Great Britain and worked for Arab unity.

Nuri was commissioned in the Turkish Army in 1909, when Irag was a
province of the Ottoman Empire. During World War | (1914-18) he participated in
Ottoman military operations against the British. He was soon captured by the
British, however, and in 1916 he joined the Sharifian Arab army led by Amir
Faysal I, which Great Britain was supporting in a revolt against Ottoman rule in the
Arab provinces; Nuri distinguished himself in battle. At the war’s end Faysal
established a short-lived Arab state, centered in Damascus, and Nuri served
actively in its administration. After the French destroyed this state in 1920, Faysal
became the first king of Irag (1921). Nuri returned to occupy a number of

influential positions in Irag.

Nuri served as prime minister on 14 different occasions, remaining faithful to

two dominant policies: a pro-British attitude and support of the Hashimite dynasty.

Faisal first proposed Nuri as prime minister in 1929, but it was only in 1930
that the British were persuaded to forgo their objections. As in previous
appointments, Nuri was quick to appoint supporters to key government positions,
but that only weakened the king's own base among the civil service. Among Nuri's
first acts as prime minister was the signing of the Anglo-Iraqi Treaty of 1930, an
unpopular move since it essentially confirmed Britain's mandatory powers and

gave them permanent military prerogatives in the country even after full
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independence was achieved. In 1932, he presented the Iraqi case for greater

independence to the League of Nations.

When Nuri sponsored an Arab union with Jordan in February 1958 (Jordan
was closely allied with the West), Iraqi army units, under the leadership of ‘Abdul
Karim Kassem, overthrew the monarchy. Nuri was assassinated by a mob

following the revolution of July 1958.
